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2010 SWEETIES DIVISION LEAGUE RULES

1. All players in the line-up will play the field each inning as follows:

A. Only 5 players will be allowed on the infield including the pitcher.

B. Player pitcher must have one foot in the circle at the time of the pitch and play behind the coach pitcher.

II. Infield players may not play any closer to the batter than the ½ point between home plate and 1st base and home plate and 3rd base. They must be behind the Coach pitcher.

C. All remaining players must play in the outfield, on the grass, and/or must be at least 10’ behind the bases.  You may play all players on the field but no more than the opposing team.
D. Teams may play with 5 players and not be penalized.
E. Teams will bat 10 players.
2. All players present must be in the batting order.

3. Defensive team can stop play as follows:

A. The ball must break the plane of the circle.
B. Stop the lead runner.

4. Once the ball is in the circle, base runners will proceed to or return to closet base using the half-way rule.
5. On an over throw or missed catch at first base, runners may advance one base at their own risk.

6. Batters receive 6 pitches (unlimited fouls on 6th pitch).

7. An offensive team’s ½ inning is over once they score 7 runs or bat all players in the line-up.


*exception may be imposed when playing District 1, if there is a large difference in players in the line-up (i.e. 12 or more players to 8 players).  The 3 out rule option may be used.

8. Games will be 5 innings or 1 hour, whichever comes first.

9.  Two coaches may be in the outfield on the grass behind the players.
10. Coach pitcher must remain in the circle and out of play.
11. When attempting an out at any base, the defensive player must make an attempt to throw the ball.
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2010 DARLINGS DIVISION LEAGUE RULES

1. All players in line-up will play the field each inning as follows:

A. Only 6 players will be allowed on the infield including the

pitcher and catcher.

B. Catcher must wear protective equipment at all times.

C. All remaining players in the line-up must play in the outfield.

(In the grass or a minimum of 10’ behind the bases)

D. Teams may play more than 10 players but no more than the opposite team.

2. The entire team will be in the batting line-up and all girls must play defense for a minimum of 2 consecutive innings.
3. The player in the pitcher position must have one foot inside the circle.
4. The team on defense must stop the lead runner or the player pitcher must have ball possession with both feet in the circle before time will be called by the umpire.  At that time base runners will proceed to next or return to closest base using the half-way rule.

5. On an over throw or missed catch at 1st base or 3rd base , base runners may advance one base at their own risk.

6. No rolling the ball to the bases for an attempted out.  

7. Batters receive 6 pitches or 3 swinging strikes.  (unlimited foul balls on 6th pitch)

8. The offensive team’s ½ inning is over with 7 runs scored or 3 outs.

9. Teams can compete with 7 players, however, an out will be recorded for the 8th and 9th batter each time they are due up in the line-up. NO EXCEPTIONS!
10. Two coaches may be in the outfield behind the players.
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2010 ANGELS DIVISION LEAGUE RULES

1. Games will be 6 innings or 1.5 hours, whichever comes first.

2. Pitchers will pitch from 35’ from home base with an 11” ball.

3. There are no limits on the number of innings a pitcher may pitch.

4. The starting pitcher may re-enter the game 1 additional time.

5. The entire team will be in the batting line-up and all girls must play defense for a minimum of 2 innings.

6. The defense will consist of 10 players, 6 infielders and 4 outfielders.

7. Stealing bases: The base runner can steal on the release of the pitch but can only advance one base at a time even on an over throw by the catcher.  No stealing home.  The base runner may advance home only on a hit or a forced walk.

8. A game will last a minimum of one hour, regardless if one team has been mathematically eliminated by the 7 run rule.
9. Teams can compete with 7 players, however, an out will be recorded for the 8th and 9th batter each time they are due up in the line-up. NO EXCEPTIONS!
10.The offensive team’s ½ inning is over with 7 runs scored or 3 outs.

11. Bunting is allowed.

12. After the pitcher has walked 4 consecutive batters in an inning, the offensive coach pitcher will enter the game for the remainder of the inning.

A. No stealing will be allowed while the coach pitcher is in the game.

B. Batter receives 6 pitches or 3 swinging strikes. (unlimited foul balls on the 6th pitch)
C. The pitcher being relieved may return to pitch the next inning with no penalty for being relieved.


D. Coach pitcher must pitch from 35’.

E. No bunting when coach pitcher is in the inning.

13. After 6 regulation innings, if the game is tied, international tie breaker rules will apply.  Last batter will go to 2nd base.
14. Infield fly rule in effect.
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2010 PONYTAILS DIVISION LEAGUE RULES

1. Games will be 6 innings or 1.5 hours, whichever comes first.

2. Pitchers will pitch 40’ from home base with a 12” ball.

3. There are no limits on the number of innings a pitcher may pitch.

4. The starting pitches may re-enter the game 1 additional time.

5. The entire team will be in the batting line-up and all girls must play defense for a minimum of 2 innings.

6. The defense will consist of 10 players, 6 infielders and 4 outfielders.

7. Stealing bases: the base runner can steal on the release of the pitch. Once the catcher has thrown the ball back to the circle, the base runner must proceed to the next base or return to the previous base. (NO STANDOFFS)
A. STEALING HOME IS ALLOWED.

     8. A game will last a minimum of one hour, regardless if one team has been
     mathematically eliminated by the 7 run rule.

9. Teams can compete with 7 players, however, an out will be recorded for the 8th and 9th batter each time they are due up in the line-up. NO EXCEPTIONS!

10.The offensive team’s ½ inning is over with 7 runs scored or 3 outs.
11. Bunting is allowed.


12. We will be playing drop the 3rd strike rule.

13. After 6 regulation innings, if the game is tied, international tie breaker rules will apply.  Last batter will go to 2nd base.

14. Infield fly rule in effect.
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
