BASEBALL RULES AND LOCAL LEAGUE OPTIONS FOR MAJOR 11-12 DIVISION

Babe Ruth rules apply to our Baseball program utilizing local league options set forth by the Athletic Committee.  The following local league options will apply:

1. Player’s Pitch – Pitching from 50 feet – Majors pitch count 85 pitcher per game.  Pitcher is allowed to finish a batter if he/she reaches the pitch count while still engaged with a batter. (See Pitch Count and Rest Days Chart)
2. Games will last 6 innings or 1-1/2 hours unless there is a tie.  If the Home team is ahead after 5-1/2 innings, the game is over.  If the Visiting team is ahead by 8 or more runs after 5 innings, the game is over.  15 Run Rule after 4 complete innings.
3. MAXIMUM 7 RUNS PER INNNING. NO MATTER HOW MANY SCORE ONLY 7 RUNS WILL COUNT

4. All Players will bat.  Each Player must play 6 outs in the field.

5. Playing off base and stealing are allowed.

6. Balk – pitchers will be told infraction, no base awarded unless it endangers the runner. 
7. Base 70 feet.

8. Bat barrel may not exceed 2 ¾ inches Youth or Senior League or Babe Ruth Approved. 

9. Infield Fly Rule will be in play.
